A Letter from Pastor Hansen 

I just got off a video call with Mark Hegarty. Mark was one of the chaperones who toured 

with the Matsiko Choir when they were here in September 2024. As you may recall, he took a lot 

of videos that he planned to turn into a film about the choir. While talking with Mark, I was re-

minded of not only how much work went into each of the Matsiko visits, but how impactful those 

visits were.  

As I tried to explain to Mark, when they were here in September 2024, I may have been 

seen as the organizer, but it really was the efforts and pre-existing relationships of others who 

made that visit so successful. And it all started with a phone call, because of a pre-existing rela-

tionship someone had with me, and the willingness of this congregation to host the choir for a few 

days in July 2024 when other arrangements the choir had made fell through.  

I do not know about you, but when we hosted the choir for the first time, I had no clue 

what would come of it. I certainly hoped they would enjoy their time in Elmira and that people 

would show up to the Sunday afternoon performance. But I really did not expect more than that. 

Yes, after it was over, I hoped they would come back again, but I did not know when or if that 

would happen. Nor was that why we opened our doors to them. They needed a place to stay, and 

we said yes.   

That ñyesò planted a seed. That Sunday afternoon performance in July had such an impact 

that when they asked to come again that September, people like the former mayor of Elmira, Jim 

Hare, who had been at the Sunday afternoon performance in July, jumped at the opportunity to 

help with a second visit. Jimôs connections led to the choir not only staying at Elmira College, but 

the use of the Gibson Theater for their Friday night community performance.  

A connection that Wendy Swatling had resulted in the choir performing at Wisner Park 

during the farmerôs market. Another connection led to the Matsiko Choir performing what I heard 

was an electric performance at Finn Academy. Connections led to the choir getting gift bags. Con-

nections contributed to the formation of a breakfast crew who faithfully cooked and served break-

fast for the choir every morning. Connections led to a congregation making a financial contribu-

tion which defrayed the cost of feeding them breakfast. It led to other congregations hosting them 

for dinner. Relationships made that all possible, and at events, new connections were made.  

I truly believe that during those visits, including the one this past summer, the Holy Spirit 

was and is at work creating community through the choir. Some of those connections have led to 

new ventures. Others have gone dormant. But they have not gone away, nor will they. Some are 

probably like the wildflower seed packets I have planted from time to time that do not seem to 

produce anything only to spring forth the next year. With time, care, and water, they will grow. 

And all this came about because we said ñyesò and a choir from Liberia reminded us how much we 

have in common with one another by showing us how much we have in common with them. And 

that was and is a gift from the Spirit indeed.

Update on support of local missions and PCUSA Offerings 

 

Peace and Global Witness Offering (PCUSA): $803.00 was collected for the Peace and 
Global Witness Offering!! 50% of this Offering supports the work for peace and reconciliation 
being done by Presbyterians across the globe.  25% of the Offering goes to mid councils to unite 
congregations to support peacemaking in their regions. 25% ($200.75) is retained by NPC to be 
used to support local organizations that ñpursue what makes for peaceò.  The Mission Commit-
tee has approved the Potterôs Hands Foundation as the recipient of NPCôs 25% share of the 2025 
Peace & Global Witness Offering.  The Potterôs Hands Foundation is a local, faith-based, non-
profit organization that is committed to helping survivors of human trafficking as they work 
through the process of restoration and healing.  

 

Renovation House: On Sunday, October 12th staff and students from Renovation House at-
tended and helped to lead worship at NPC.  Pastor Judah shared an inspiring message and pro-
vided a video of the Renovation House campus.  Two students provided powerful and moving 
testimonies regarding their release from the hold of addiction through a personal relationship 
with Christ.  Following worship, hand made crafts were provided for purchase along with a free-
will offering.  Pastor Judah was able to confirm that donations totaled $1,345.  Thank you to all 
who continue to support this important ministry.   

 

Second Place East, Inc.: Celebrating 14 years of service assisting the transition from home-
lessness to housing. When human services agencies and organizations help people find a home 
of their own, Second Place East, Inc. provides household goods and personal items.  Clients re-
ceive new personal supplies for everyone in the home, including towels, washcloths, bedding 
supplies, dinnerware, cups, mugs, silverware, and items such as soap, deodorant, brushes, 
combs, and tooth-care items. In addition, families and individuals receive new cookware and 
cooking utensils, kitchen towels and hot pads, laundry detergent, cleaning supplies including 
mops, buckets, brooms, dustpans, paper supplies, and more.  Did you know? 

 

Clients are referred by Chemung County human services agencies and organizations, and by 
churches 

In 2024 we served 70 families, including 86 adults and 83 children  

Local religious organizations provide funds, goods, and staffing 

Aside from minimal rent, all donations go toward purchasing supplies for clients 

Help for the Home Shop is located in the lower level of Our Fatherôs House of Prayer Eternal 
Church (corner of W. Church St. and Columbia Streets in Elmira).  The shop is open
