A Letter from Pastor Hansen 

Thank you for all the cards. Thank you for all your prayers. Thank you to everyone who said, 

ñAre you sure you are supposed to be doing that?ò  

As a kid, when something happened that warranted an apology, inevitably an authority fig-

ure would demand that either I or someone else apologize. Once the offender apologized, the victim 

was to accept their apology, and it was supposed to be over.  

Instead of teaching us not to hurt one another, it taught us that all the person who hurt the 

other person had to do was make an insincere apology and they got to walk away. Not a good lesson 

at all. Which, in turn, taught us that the person who was hurt did not really matter at all. Because 

their job in this transaction was to accept the insincere apology and to act like everything was al-

right. Also, not a great lesson.  

We are not immune from this in church at all. In fact, we do this all the time – not just with 

one another – but with God. We forget what repentance means. Repenting and apologizing are not 

the same. The word ñapologyò can mean to express regret or ask for pardon, but it can also mean to 

make a defense or to justify something or to make an excuse.  

Repentance, at least biblically, has nothing to do with defending oneôs actions, justifying 

something, or making an excuse, or even asking for pardon necessarily. To repent is to make a 180-

degree change in oneôs thoughts, attitudes, words, and actions. Regret and asking for pardon may 

certainly have something to do with it, but repenting is about making a dramatic change to our be-

havior in order to stop hurting ourself or others. It takes time. It requires healing, and in doing so, 

allows for the person who was hurt to begin healing as well.  

Just as my ankle is taking time to heal, so do the wounds that we inflict on each other and 

ourselves. Me saying ñIôm sorry, but é [,]ò to my ankle when I do something I should not be doing 

is virtually meaningless because it does not care what I am saying. It just wants me to stop doing 

whatever I am doing and to change my behavior. Likewise, when I say ñIôm sorry, but é [,]ò to 

someone or to God, it is also virtually meaningless because what matters is that we stop doing what 

is hurting ourselves and others. What matters is changing our behavior.  

During this Lenten season, I challenge all of us, me included, to stop with the ñapology / just 

get over itò cycle to work towards repenting, that is to work towards healing. I can promise you that 

it will not be nearly as convenient or as quick as ñIôm sorry, but é [.]ò However, instead of it leading 

to greater and greater resentment and festering wounds, it will lead to greater healing, reconcilia-

tion, and restoration.  

If I allow my ankle to heal, I will be able to walk miles on it. If, through repenting, we allow 

the people we hurt to heal, we, hopefully, will be able to continue to journey with them. Because af-

ter all, the whole point of repentance is healing towards a future.

When a powerful winter storm swept across large portions of the United States this weekend, freez-
ing temperatures and dangerous conditions left many neighbors at risk. 

Just in time, more than 1,000 CWS Blankets arrived in South Carolina on Friday—hours before the 
storm hit. Local Agencies were able to quickly pick up and pre-position blankets so they could re-
spond immediately as temperatures dropped — offering warmth, comfort and care to people facing 
the cold. 

Moments like these are why CWS Blankets exist. 

During winter storms, shelters, churches and community partners open their doors to neighbors 
seeking safety and warmth. A simple blanket becomes more thatn protection from the cold—it be-
comes a visible sign of love and care when it  is needed most. 

Warmth, Care and Hope in the Harshest Weather 

At Manna Café at Broad Street United Methodist Church in Columbus, Ohio, that care is shared eve-
ry day, even in the harshest weather. ñ On the coldest days, our guests still come through our doors 
for a warm meal,ò shared Rob H. ñWhen we are able to place a CWS Blanket in their hands, they 
know without a doubt that they are seen, loved and cared for.ò 

Stories like this  echo what CWS supporters see again and again. Blankets meet people right where 
they are, offering warmth not only to the body but to the heart. 

Belinda A., a Community Engagement Specialist at Church World Service, sees that impact 
firsthand. ñYour support makes moments of care possible—when families are facing the cold, when 
storms arrive without warning and when hope is needed most,ò she shared. 

That hope showed up this week—in shelters, fellowship halls, outreach programs and community 
spaces—because congregations and donors chose to act. 

Taking care of others during winter storms is only possible because  of the generosity of congrega-
tions and donors who support the CWS Blankets and CWS Kits programs. Together, we are ready—
before the storm, during the storm and long after it passes. Together, we Blanket the World in Love—
especially on the coldest days.
